Fabric Cutting

Hint: Heavily spray starch the Background and
Main Block fabrics before cutting. This will make
the pieces easier to handle.

MAakE THE BLOCK PARTS USING ONE PRINT: (A) Draw a diagonal line

of the back of the 8-5"x5" Print squares. Layer 1-5"x5" Print and
1-5"x5" Background square right sides together. Sew %" on each side
of the diagonal line. Cut on the diagonal line. Press open toward the
Background to make 2 half square triangles. Repeat to make 16 half
square triangles. (B) Combine 2-2%2"x2%2" Print squares and one half
square triangle. See diagram. Press. Align the 4" line on your ruler

to the corner points of the 214" squares. Cut. Make 8 of Unit A. (C)
Combine 2-215"x 22" Background squares and one half square triangle.
See diagram. Press. Align the 4" line on your ruler to the corner points
of the 212" squares. Cut. Make 8 of Unit B. Keep the A & B units of the
same print together.

The ¥2"rick rack is used for stems for both flowers
and can be used to embellish center of large flower,
if desired. Add French knots to center of both
fowers. (Note: Center block is on point.) When
finished, press on wrong side of appliqued block.
Center applique work and trim completed center
block to measure 17%2"x17Y2".

App Rick Rack: Cut 4 — 172" pieces

Borders

(A) Sew the Red Inner Border strips together using a
bias seam. Measure the length of the quilt top through
the center. Cut 2—1" Inner Border strips to that
measurement and add to side borders of quilt top.
Press toward border strip. Measure the width of the
quilt rop through the center including borders. Cut 2—-1"
Inner Border strips to that measurement and add to

top and bottom of quilt top. Press toward border strip.

(B) Repeat steps in Section A to add the 1%5" Light
Inner Borders quilt top. Press toward the light border.
(C) FINAL Borber: First join 3 — 8%2"xWOF border
strips together using a bias seam. Press seams open.
Repeat with 3 additional 8%2"xWOF border strips to
prepare top and bottom borders. Measure the width of
the quilt top through the center including borders. Trim
final border strips above to that measurement (zpprox.
63%2") and add to top and bottom of quilt top. Press
toward final border strip. Measure the length of the
quilt rop through the center including border. Trim the
2 — 82"x Length of Fabric final border strips to that
measurement (approx. 91%") and add to sides of quilt
top. Press toard final border strip.

Finished Quilt should measure 79"x91"

Finishing

1. Using a bias seam, join 9 —2%"wide Binding strips
together end to end. Press seams open. Fold pre-
pared strip in half wrong sides together. Press.

2. Cut 2 — 3%"x 792" pieces of rick rack for the top
and bottom of quilt. And 2 — %"x 914" pieces for
sides.

3. Before applying binding to finished quilt, align
edges of rick rack with quilt and baste to secure.

See Step 5.
